Bulgarian Economy
Extremely Strong Macro Economic environment:

• 6.1% GDP in 2006

• Foreign Direct Investment Almost Doubled in 2006

• Member of the EU since January 2007

• 10% Corporate Tax rate – Lowest in Europe

• 8% Unemployment Mar’07 down from 17.4% in 2001 

• Stable currency pegged to the Euro/Deutschmark since 1999

• Adoption of Euro planned for 1 January 2010



Bulgarian Tourism

Tourism is increasing rapidly:

• Over 50% increase in tourist numbers over the last five years

• Air Carriers are moving into the market in greater numbers

• Ryanair/Wizair/Easyjet/MyAir are all starting routes from UK to Bourgas this 
year.  Ireland will follow

• Eleven new golf courses are either planned or being developed at present

• Low cost of living for holiday makers.  Pint of beer can cost as little as 40 
cent and meal for two with wine can cost under � 10
